In the last 50 years much has evolved in medical care: 
One thinks of heart surgery, cancer chemotherapy, 
intensive care units, cardiac resuscitation and on and 
on. Simultaneously, health care ethics has opened to a 
world of problems and conflicts: e.g., simply because 
something can be done, should it be done? 

The truism that “Doctor knows best” falls by the 
wayside in the face of conflicts about life prolonging 
care;  e.g., in the demented or the brain damaged.

Issues particularly early in life or late in life call 
for mutual discussion, listening on both sides 
and careful, informed decision making. Advance 
directives informed by discussion with family, friends 
and physicians help to focus thinking sharply if 
uncomfortably. Actual cases will be presented for 
discussion.
