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VISTAS is an organization of about 250 in-
tellectually curious adults who put their love 
of learning to use by creating courses for like 
minded peers. It is participatory adult education 
at its best.

Specifi cally, VISTAS is a local, self-governing 
nonprofi t group that arranges seminars, lectures, 
courses and social events prepared and led by 
volunteers. Members suggest topics and create 
courses on their own or by recruiting outside 
experts. Sessions are typically three hours long 
and courses can involve a single meeting or up 
to eight weekly meetings. The number of course 
attendees ranges from twelve to an unlimited 
number of participants.

Members secure the material resources neces-
sary for informed lively classes. Fees are de-
signed to cover costs. Currently a single event 
costs $15 for members; a six-meeting course is 
$50 for members, $75 for non-members. Reduced 
fees are available.
